PRE-ENTRY &
ENTRY PROCEDURES
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PRE-ENTRY

In order to be eligible for entry in the Breeders’ Cup World Championships, horses must
pre-enter by 12 noon (PDT) on Monday, October 21, 2024. A maximum of two races can

be designated at the time of pre-entry. Pre-entry must be accompanied by payment of all
applicable fees. Pre-entry fee amounts are listed on individual race pages in this guide. All
North American, Asian, and South American pre-entries should come through the Breeders’
Cup Racing Office. All other international pre-entries should go through the respective racing
entities on page 8 of this guide.

All horses must be Breeders’ Cup nominated to participate. Non-nominated racehorses may
be nominated on or before the pre-entry deadline.

Breeders’ Cup has a field selection process for oversubscribed fields. For more details on
this process, please visit members.breederscup.com. Field selection and race order will be
announced on Wednesday, October 23.
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HORSES OF RACING AGE (HORA) NOMINATION

All horses must be nominated to compete in the Breeders’ Cup World Championships,
most are nominated as weanlings. If your runner has not been nominated, you may take
advantage of the early discounts offered before the July 15 deadline.

Horses of Racing Age that in their year of conception were sired by stallions properly
nominated to the Breeders’ Cup may be nominated to the Breeders’ Cup program by
payment of a fee of $100,000.

Horses of Racing Age that in their year of conception were sired by stallions that were not
properly nominated to the Breeders’ Cup may be nominated to the Breeders’ Cup program
by payment of a fee of $200,000.

Nominated horses retain eligibility for Breeders’ Cup World Championships races and any
related purses or awards for their entire racing careers. In such cases, the person nominating
the horse would receive any eligible foal nominator awards.

Entries close on Monday, October 28 at 10:00 am (PDT) with the Breeders’ Cup Racing Office.
Entries for all Breeders’ Cup World Championships races will close promptly at 10:00 am (PDT)
on Monday, October 28, 2024, in the Breeders’ Cup Racing Office at Del Mar only. A horse shall
not be entered in the body of two (2) races to be run on the same day. At the time of entry a
maximum of 14 horses and up to four (4) also-eligibles may be accepted for entry in each race
based on the order of preference in the rankings established at pre-entry, except for the Turf
Sprint and Juvenile Turf Sprint which will each start 12 horses with up to six (6) also-eligibles.

EQUINE SHIPPING

North American Shipping

Horses based in North America must arrive at Del Mar by 11:00 am (PDT) Tuesday, October 29.
At this time, two scheduled FedEx Aircrafts will depart for San Diego from Newark, NJ, and
Cincinnati, OH. Further details regarding these flights will be provided to horsemen later this
summer.

International Shipping

Internationally-based horses must arrive at Del Mar no later than Sunday, October 27.

Due to quarantine barns being established on a temporary basis and containing only six
units, specific shipping dates and restrictions will be established.

QUARANTINE

Horses arriving at Del Mar from foreign countries by charter or scheduled aircraft will be
flown directly to San Diego. These horses will be escorted by the United States Department
of Agriculture (USDA) personnel to the USDA quarantine facility barns at Del Mar where they
will receive testing and remain in quarantine for 42 hours. After negative tests are received
and the 42 hours have passed, horses must remain in the quarantine barn area in isolation to
maintain re-entry requirements to their respective countries.

TRAVEL AWARDS

All Championships starters based outside of California will receive a $10,000 (US) travel
award if stabled at a North American location or a minimum of $40,000 (US) travel award
from outside of North America. Any determination of eligibility for receipt of travel awards
shall be made by Breeders’ Cup Limited (“BCL”) in its sole discretion and such determination
shall be final. BCL reserves the discretion to either directly pay the award to the owner or
apply it toward incurred shipping expenses.

UNDERCARD RACES

Breeders’ Cup and Del Mar will offer a robust undercard worth $1.5 million in purses and
awards. There are undercard travel allowances available. Participating undercard horsemen
will receive enhanced hospitality, including race day seating and parking.

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CHRB, LICENSING, AND INSURANCE

All owners, trainers, jockeys, grooms, and others acting in any capacity within the stable areaq,
or anywhere at Del Mar, are required to procure the appropriate license or licenses and pay
the fees required. Licensing for owners, trainers, and jockeys must be completed with the CHRB.
Additional information can be found on the CHRB website at chrb.ca.gov/licensing.html.

INSURANCE

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) requires that a signed, written binder of Workers’
Compensation or a Certificate of Insurance verifying proper coverage be in its file before a
trainer’s, owner’s, and/or stable employee’s license can be issued, or a horse permitted on the
grounds.

Important: This process for Worker's Compensation Insurance takes time to complete. Please
begin your application at least three weeks prior to your arrival.

All out-of-state policies must state “covers all racing operations in California.” If an international
trainer has a policy in America that states this, they are covered. International and/or out of
state workers’ compensation coverage is acceptable with proper endorsements.
